Vessel Safety Check Chair 
 
I'm going to start off by congratulating all of the 
DuPage Vessel Safety Check Vessel Examiners.  They 
have done an outstanding job already, and the boating 
season is just "warming up"! 
 
As of 22 May, DuPage has three new Vessel Examin-
ers that have been certified, having completed their 5 
supervised Vessel Safety Checks, and we have three 
more waiting in the wings.  
 
So far, 10 VEs have turned in a total of 44 VSC re-
ports, two thirds of last year's total.  At Starved Rock 
Marina we did 16 VSCs and at Seneca we did 9.  Both 
days we had less than ideal weather between having 
rain at Starved Rock and a cool, windy day at Seneca.

GPS Differential Outage Summer 

2006 - East Coast 
 
Raymarine has made the following announcement: 
 
All boaters should be aware of an ongoing change to 
the WAAS (Wide Area Augmentation System) broad-
cast satellites that provide Satellite Differential (SD) 
corrections to GPS users in North America. All 
WAAS/SD-GPS enabled products by all manufactur-
ers are impacted by this satellite change. Marine, 
automotive, land and aviation users of WAAS/SD-
enabled GPS products on the East Coast of the United 
States, Canada and in the Caribbean Sea are impacted. 
The following text is taken from a news release issued 
by the FAA (Federal Aviation Administration) Satel-
lite Navigation Product Team. As you may remember, 
the FAA is the primary government agency respons i-
ble for the deployment and operation of the WAAS 
system. 
 

WAAS GEO (INMARSAT AOR-W) MOVING TO 
NEW LOCATION  
 

February 2006 – On February 1st, one of the WAAS 
geostationary satellites (INMARSAT AOR-W) will 
begin moving west to a new location. This move, 
which will take approximately 60 days, is the first of 
several steps this year leading to a new configuration 
of WAAS GEO satellites.  
 
The move of the AOR-W satellite to the west may 
have a significant impact on non-aviation users on the 
East Coast. In its new position, the AOR-W satellite 
will appear lower on the horizon to users situated at 
ground level. As a result, the satellite may be ob-
structed by mountains, buildings, trees, or other types 
of obstructions that sit to the west of the user. 
 
This situation is temporary. A new WAAS satellite 
(PanAmSat) comes on- line in the fall of 2006 that will 
restore service to users on the East Coast affected by 
the temporary outage
